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Strategic Rethink?

Planning Strategy in Hart was thrown into disarray during the summer
when the proposed Core Strategy fell at an early hurdle of the
examination by the Planning Inspector. Phill Gower comments on what

this means for Fleet & Church Crookham.

The Core Strategy is
intended to define a plan for
development within Hart over
the forthcoming planning
period (up to 2029), and
follows on from the previous
local development framework
that has now expired.
Readers may be familiar with the National
Planning Policy Framework (NPPF) which
provides ‘broad brush’ guidelines for planning
nationally, and is often considered to be
structured in favour of development. Core
Strategies are intended to fine tune the national
policy to tailor it to suit local circumstance.

Following the introduction of the NPPF, local
planning authorities had until April 2013 to get
Core Strategies approved by a government-
appointed Planning Inspector and adopted.
Failure would mean they were at risk of being
exposed to the unmitigated requirements of the
NPPF. Hart planners will have been very aware
of this time constraint and of the desirability of
having an adopted plan delivered by April or
soon after.

The Planning Inspector tests many aspects
of the Core Strategy. Not only does Hart have
to prove the housing numbers are sufficient, but
also that the plan preparation process is sound.
This includes being able to demonstrate that
Hart has properly established its up to date
housing need numbers within the context of a
wider Housing Market Area — in Hart’s case,
North West Surrey and North East Hampshire.
This meant consulting, in particular, with
Rushmoor and Surrey Heath Councils.

During the initial stage of the examination,
the Planning Inspector concluded that Hart had
not sufficiently engaged with these
neighbouring authorities. Therefore the further
examination of the Core Strategy (including the
stage that determines whether the housing

numbers being proposed are
y \ sufficient) could not be
continued. The remainder of
the examination timetable
set to continue in September
was therefore abandoned.

During the 2-day hearing
in July, there was much
discussion regarding the adequacy of the
housing numbers. Developers were keen to
present cases for much larger numbers. Hart
had proposed an average of 236 additional
dwellings per year. This had been based upon
a complex model and calculations including
reliability on constraints arising from the
proximity of the Special Protection Area.

Whilst the Inspector has not made a decision
regarding the housing numbers, a
miscalculation relating to one of the factors
included in Hart’s calculations means that the
numbers will almost certainly need to be
recalculated upwards.

All of this means that Hart now has a great
deal of work to do revising the Core Strategy,
not only the housing numbers, but also the
methodology used in the preparation.

The Society remains concerned that the
extent of the rework will mean a lengthy delay
in the adoption of an approved Core Strategy
and until one is approved, it is feared that
development in Hart will be at the mercy of an
unmitigated NPPF with little or no support on
offer from local policies.

The Society welcomes Hart’s decision to put
in place an Interim Housing Delivery Plan that
could ward off some unwelcome development.
We will undoubtedly be keen to scrutinise the
revised Strategy, as it emerges for public
consultation, particularly in respect of any
changes in the proposed housing numbers.

50 feet of boundary fence and a bench in the
playground.

Oakley Park

painting benches. We also replaced
guardrails on a bridge at an entrance to

the park.

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Farnborough Airport and the FACC

At the FACC meeting in June, members were
informed about further expansion changes at
the airport by the Chief Executive Officer at
TAG Aviation, Farnborough Airport. TAG has
purchased an office block near the
Meadowgate roundabout in Farnborough,
where it intends to move its administrative team
and so free up more space in the terminal
building for more crew and passenger facilities.
TAG also intends to create a new gateway onto
the airport from the Meadowgate entrance, and
has acquired a new fire and rescue vehicle to
add to its complement. Farnborough
International, which organises the biennial
airshows, will also be applying for permission to
install permanent chalets on its display site.
Farnborough is now a designated airport for
cats, dogs and ferrets. TAG is also pleased to
inform us that it has received an award from
Aviation International News as the best
international airport facility.

Despite efforts from the Chairman and some
Farnborough Aerodrome Consultative
Committee (FACC) members there has been
no further explanation from the Civil Aviation
Authority (CAA) or Department for Transport
about the changes, or not, to the Public Safety
Zone following the permitted flight movement
expansion at the airport. This is a real
disappointment for local representative
members, and the FACC chairman hopes to
continue to pursue this matter.

The main topic for the June meeting was to
do with the Airspace Change Proposal, and a
statement from Roger Walker, Director Airport
Operations at TAG Farnborough Airport is
provided in the box opposite.

Airspace Change Proposal

As you see, TAG Farnborough is working very
hard with the National Air Traffic Service
(NATS) to progress with their Airspace Change
Proposal at the airport. The expected benefits
should allow predictable and consistent flight

operations within a known air traffic controlled
environment. This should enable improved
aircraft fuel efficiency and the ability to
segregate Farnborough air traffic from other
airspace users. We hope there will also be
significant benefits for most local residents, but
it remains to be seem what impact this will have
on other local airspace users.

There is a large amount of work necessary,
including a series of stakeholder consultations,
to help determine the range and extent of their
proposals. Detailed options are currently being
drawn up and a major public consultation
exercise is expected to be launched shortly.

During the main consultation period TAG is
planning to hold public exhibitions at venues in
areas affected by flight movements. Members
of the public will be able to drop in and talk to
their staff about the proposed changes and
options. Church Crookham Parish and Fleet
Town Councils have invited TAG to make
presentations to residents and TAG has kindly
agreed.

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Farnborough Airspace Change
Proposal

Statement provided by Roger Walker,
Director Airport Operations, TAG
Farnborough Airport

In April 2009, TAG Farnborough Airport
published an airport Masterplan which
informed the planning process and
ensured engagement with local
communities regarding the airport’s future
development. Within this document, TAG
Farnborough Airport pledged to work with
the UK Civil Aviation Authority (CAA) to
explore the possibility of applying for an
Airspace Change Proposal (ACP).

In February 2011, planning permission
was granted to increase the airport’s
capacity to 50,000 annual air traffic
movements over the period to 2019. One
of the conditions was to use reasonable
endeavours to promote and support
airspace changes in order to benefit local
residents through the creation of a greater
amount of controlled airspace around the
site.

TAG Farnborough Airport intends to
submit an Airspace Change Proposal to
the CAA in 2014 in accordance with
published CAA procedures.

The objective of the proposed airspace
change is to create a new operating
environment which offers all airspace
users predictability and consistency of
operation. Creating a known air traffic
control environment will assist the airport
in catering for an increasing number of air
transport movements and do so in a way
which enhances efficiency and safety for
many airspace users.

TAG Farnborough Airport currently
operates within Class G airspace

(uncontrolled airspace), which is shared
with other airports, gliding sites and
general aviation activities. Presently, while
controlling airport traffic, TAG
Farnborough radar controllers have to
observe and take account of non-airport
traffic, which at times can result in longer,
less direct routings, less predictable
descent and approach profiles for aircraft
flying into the airport, and an increase in
cockpit and air traffic control workload
during take-offs and landings. The ACP
would improve the approach and
departure environment to the benefit of
airport traffic and other airspace users.

Aircraft would be able to fly more
predictable and efficient inbound and
outbound flight paths as well as spend
less time in the airspace around
Farnborough. This would have
environmental benefits and allow other
airspace users to structure and carry out
their operations in the knowledge that
TAG Farnborough Airport traffic will not
affect them.

Airspace design options are currently
being finalised and the formal consultation
phase required by the CAA will begin
around the end of this year and will last for
a minimum of 12 weeks.

Following formal consultation, the CAA
Directorate of Airspace Policy will
announce its decision on the outcome of
the change proposal.

Follow the progress of the airspace
change proposal on the TAG Farnborough
Airport website (www.tagfarnborough.com/
airspace-change-proposal) where regular
updates, a timeline of events and key
contact details will be published.

Anyone who has concern about a particular flight, the direction, height, noise or timing should ring
or email to register their concern. The complainant must provide their name and address to
receive a written explanation, as well as details of their concern, time, date and description. The
telephone is serviced by an answerphone 'out of hours'. It is important that people notify TAG of
their concerns so that this data can be recorded and reported. It is part of their agreement with the
local planning authority that they keep track of public concern and that they report this on a
quarterly basis to the local planning authority. They also make this known to neighbouring local
planning authorities and they report to each FACC meeting.
